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Mission:

To provide comprehensive services for the therapeutic companion animals of low income persons

who are elderly, disabled or chronically ill while serving as a resource for these often isolated and
vulnerable individuals to access services that improve their well-being.

Who We Serve:

690 Low income San Diegans who are elderly, disabled or chronically-ill and their 1,035 beloved pets.
1. Submit proof of income
2. Submit proof of age or Physcian/Case Manager Letter
3. Present proof that their pet(s) are spayed or neutered
4. Present proof that their pet(s) are current on vaccines

What We Do:

Deliver a one month supply of pet food, litter, treats and supplies on the 3rd Saturday of each
month. Currently more than 300 clients receive delivery, 60 pick-up their package from the office.
PAWS Pet Food Pantries: Working with Human Service Agencies (The West Senior Center, Special
Delivery, The LGBT Center, The Angel’s Depot, Joslyn Senior Center, etc. we provide supplement 5
or 10 1b bags of pet food for these agencies to distribute to their clients.

$200 in Veterinary Care Vouchers annually for our clients to take their pet(s) to the vet when they
are sick or injured. (We receive the bill from the Veterinarian & directly reimburse the Vet Office.)
Emergency Funds: Clients may apply for up to $500 in additional Veterinary Care Vouchers in the
event of a serious emergency or life-saving animal surgery.

In-home services: dog walking, pet waste clean-up.

Free Flea Medication

Transportation to Veterinary appointments

Collaborations with other agencies to provide additional services to our clients: Free Doggie Good
Citizen Classes by Tender Loving Canines. The Pet Network for discount/free annual vaccines.
Client Applicants are referred to SNAP for low-cost spay/neuter.

Referrals to health and human service agencies.

Referrals to foster care services/kenneling in the event a client is hospitalized

Partnered with the San Diego Pet Memorial Park to provide a memorial service and burial or
cremation services in the event of a pet’s death

Foster/adoption of a pet in the event of the owner’s death
